Pedal power funds UK first at Bristol Children’s Hospital
A paediatric mannequin that breathes, blinks and responds to medical treatment has been installed at the Bristol Children’s Hospital thanks to a fundraising charity bike ride.
Fourteen employees from the Savills Bristol office aimed to raise £10,000 for the Bristol Children’s Hospital charity, Wallace & Gromit’s Grand Appeal, with a three-day cycle ride but they smashed this ambitious target, raising a total of £15,256.
The mannequin, known as Dylan, is the first of its kind to be put into use in the UK and is an anatomically accurate model of a child, providing a training ground for medical staff without risk to real patients. 

Dylan responds to treatment, such as drug administration, with a wide range of clinical signs such as bleeding, convulsions, breathing and blinking eyes. 

George Cardale, head of new homes at Savills, said: “We had great fun during the bike ride and it was a good team building exercise.  

“It was hard work but definitely worth it and it’s especially rewarding to see how the staff and patients at the children’s hospital will benefit from this pioneering piece of equipment.”
The Savills team completed the 280-mile cycle route from Bristol to Lands End in September 2007.

Ria Warren, fundraiser at The Grand Appeal, added: “A big thank you to the team at Savills for their hard work and commitment. Thanks to their efforts the hospital now has a brand new piece of equipment which will allow staff to manage real life threatening situations through simulation and continue to improve patient care.”
